Phakamisa Special Appeal
The new Literacy Classes for care givers (many of whom are illiterate) are about to start. All they need are books!! The students will pay 20 Rands (£1.62) per book which they will then be able to keep but obviously there is a shortfall. 

Sets of books for 20 learners will cost 7768 Rands which sounds an enormous sum but when translated into English at an exchange rate of about R12.33 to the £1 it comes to about £630.00. Can we manage to raise this sum for them? 

Last year we sent £787.20 including Gift Aid. Any money left over would go towards the salaries of the caregiver monitors who are the trainers for the course. They are paid £219.78 for a month, and spend about £50 a month on travelling. All money to me (Helen) by the end of February please.
